TRY NOT TO TRIM WHILE IN BLOOM 

Trim to leaf base to remove interefering stems; can be performed throughout the year as necessary.

Prune to 12" Height from base of plant during mild weather months.

Should be pruned after they flower, but before daytime temps reach 110° . Prune only the amount equal to one season growth.

Prune in cooler months, prune only the amount equal to one season of growth. Reduction in size no more than 2/3 if plant space is adequate.
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
